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Abstract

The concept of nature, despite its simple, clear and comprehensible appearance, is a
mysterious and complicated concept and has traveled a long and winding path
throughout history until today. "Nature (physis) in Greek culture is designed and
understood in relation to Logos, Eros, Cosmos, Chaos, Tragedy, Mimesis, Poiesis,
Techne, Praxis, Dialectic and Paideia. Various fields of studies of mythology,
history, culture, society, economy and politics, philosophy, art and literature, and
many sciences, according to their perceptions of nature; They plan and formulate
their affairs and phenomena and how they face each other.The representation of
nature in all fields of human knowledge has always been based on conceptual and
metaphorical dual oppositions about nature: transcendence /immanent, dynamic
/static, mechanical /organic,theological /materialistic, deterministic /occasionalistic
and animate /inanimate. Considering the opinions of German, French, English and
American philosophers and thinkers in the last decades of the 18th century and
throughout the 19th century, it can be safely said that the most obvious and complex
view of nature was formed in the great flow of romanticism. The concept of nature
in the school of romanticism is a multi-layered and deep concept. Reducing the
movement, rather the great revolution of romanticism to a literary and artistic school,
on the one hand and highlighting characteristics such as reaction, opposition to
rationalism, enlightenment and civilization, praise of melancholy and suffering and
disease; On the other hand, it has caused the suppression of valuable aspects of
romanticism, which are now showing themselves in the process of "the return of the
repressed” - according to Ernesto Laclau-.Our approach in this research is
philosophical and political. Our attempt was to bring these two types of encounters
together in the fundamental concept of nature, that is, in addition to the aesthetic
aspects of nature, we intend to indicate the philosophical foundations and political
contexts of the focalization of nature and its relation to other concepts of romanticism
including individuality, subjectivity and anti-capitalism orientation. The results of
the research show that romanticism has intelligently attracted various parts of the
opinions of philosophers and thinkers, which it saw as compatible with its essence
and orientation, and with the idea of "romanticizing the world" and "understanding
the world as a work of art" was looking for solutions to problems that covered all
philosophical, epistemological, ethical, aesthetic and political fields.

1- Introduction:

European romanticism was never a school
with uniform goals and formulation, it was a
diverse range of philosophical views that
sometimes conflicted with each other.
Romanticism should be analyzed in all its
extensive and complex relationships with the
political, economic, historical, philosophical,
aesthetic, literary and artistic aspects: What
socio-cultural context and economic structures
does it stem from? what philosophical roots and
foundations does it have? In reaction or protest
to which laws, rules and traditions they formed?
In relation to "nature, history, society and man",
what kind of confrontations does it initiate or
plan? And finally, what are its characteristics in
different cultures such as Germany, England,
France and America?

A researcher who does not look at the
opposite faces of romanticism with a holistic
view and a historical vision will suffer from the
"disturbed diversity" of romanticism, in the
words of Michel Levy. Therefore, many
theorists, thinkers and critics tried to convert
the great current of romanticism to the
"fundamental spiritual essence™ or "common
denominator."” Some of them, such as Georg
Lukéacs, Ernst Otto Fischer, Thompson,
Williams, Hobsbawm and Lowy focus on the
anti-capitalist feature of romanticism. Schmidt
emphasizes the fundamental principle of
occasionalism and its relationship with the
subjectivity of the romantic artist. Some
thinkers have paid attention to the philosophical
roots (especially German and the Jena circle)
and others to the political foundations of
romanticism. In this research, we intend to
avoid reductionism and discuss the relationship
between these two foundations with another
fundamental concept, namely nature.

2-Methods:

This research also addressed the philosophical
and political aspects of the romantics' attention
to nature. Considering the opinions of German,
French, English, and American philosophers
and thinkers in the last decades of the 18th and
19th centuries, it can be safely said that the most
obvious and complex perception of nature was
formed in the great current of romanticism.
Undoubtedly, the accumulation and richness of
the concept of nature with a long history (more
than two thousand years, that is, from ancient
Greece to the romantic period) and the power of
"German philosophy", which is considered the
main origin of romanticism, played an
important role in the increasing power of
romanticism.

If we pay attention to the successive
connections of the basic concepts of
romanticism and their rhizomatic expansion, it
becomes clear how with the organic perception
of nature, the concepts of "unity", "wholeness",
"possibility”, "free will", "imagination",
"genius" and other pleasant concepts of
romantics, are tied together. Harland, Dudley,
Beiser, Rene Wellk and others have
emphasized the role of philosophers, critics and
poets such as Kant, Schelling, Fichte,
Schopenhauer, Hegel, Goethe, Schiller,
Schlegel, Holderlein, Novalis, Schleiermacher
in the formation and consistency of German
romanticism and literary theory. Also have
emphasized the influence of German idealistic
philosophy on romantic literary theory. The
concept of nature has undergone many
conceptual and discursive changes in its
historical course from Greece to the Romantic
period. The representation of nature in all fields
of human knowledge has always been based on
conceptual and metaphorical dichotomies about
nature: transcendental/immanent, dynamic/
static, mechanical/organic, theological/
materialistic, deterministic/occasionalistic, and
animate/inanimate. ~ Dealing  with  the
conceptual development of nature from the
ancient Greeks to the modern era is to find out
how the obvious and hidden implications and
meanings of nature in intellectual systems and
political and artistic currents and criticism and
literary theory and aesthetics become effective
and become active. How is it possible to
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discover the laws of nature and master it with
the formation of a machine's idea of nature and
the mathematical model that governs it. On the
opposite point, the vitalistic and organic view
of nature (breaking away from the Cartesian
mechanistic view) influenced by the opinions
of Leibniz, Spinoza, Schlegel, and Kant is
proposed. In this direction, with the analyzes of
Marx (turning nature and the natural world into
tools and goods, and man into labor) and
Heidegger (attention to the Greek phosis, and
the relationship of nature with technology,
Gestell and technology) and Emerson and
others have paid.

3-Results:

Romanticism has intelligently absorbed parts of
Rousseau's, Leibniz's, Spinoza's, Kant's,
Schelling's, Fichte's, and many other thinkers'
and critics' opinions, which they found
compatible and suitable for its spirit and
essence. The great energy of the romantic
movement has caused it to continue beyond its
historical period and time dimension, also in the
fields of political philosophy, sociology,
theology, art, and literature until, according to
Stendhal: "all the great writers of their time,
they were romantic". After the romanticism
movement, all subsequent movements
(symbolism, expressionism, surrealism, etc.)
are influenced by it or sometimes its sub-
branches.

4-Conclusion:
Although some have considered the roots of the
formation of romanticism in the German

national inferiority complex (especially against
France) or in the German asceticism movement
and the general disillusionment of Germany.
Although this analysis tells part of the reality, it
cannot justify the great force released in the
great and vast movement of romanticism. Early
German romanticism, which was more of a
philosophical movement than a literary and
artistic one, is bigger and beyond these
analyses. A comprehensive analysis should be
able to simultaneously deal with the
philosophical, political, economic, aesthetic
aspects, and concrete issues of the lands where
romanticism took place and took new forms.
The romantics' attention to nature was not only
due to some kind of sentimentality but also with
the intention of establishing a foundation. The
idea of "romanticizing the world" and
"understanding the world as a work of art" was
an outgrowth of problems that encompassed all
philosophical, epistemological, ethical,
aesthetic, and political fields.
