: The effect of social capital on the academic resilience of Farhangian University
: students has been investigated in this research, considering the emphasis of the
: general policies of creating transformation in the education system on the
: Ministry of Education as a producer of social capital. Following the method of
: case study and analysis of open interviews conducted with students with high,
¢ low and medium academic resilience in the mentioned research (32 people). The
: findings show that out of 37 concepts in open coding, 8 concepts in axial coding
: in explanation vertical and horizontal trust and participation were extracted at
: the top and bottom levels. High horizontal and vertical trust with the concepts of
: "existence of high social responsibility of students” and "high level of individual
: and intra-group trust” were raised mostly among students with high and medium
: academic resilience. The main components of high and low horizontal and
¢ vertical participation among students with high and medium academic resilience
. are, respectively, "high civic participation" and "face-to-face relationships and
: having high mechanical solidarity"; "Lack of effective communication with
: students” and "Having a limited idea of good". According to the results of the
¢ research, it is necessary to re-emphasize the clauses of the general policies of
¢ creating transformation that have a lot to do with strengthening the political
: participation and participation of students in university issues, the involvement
: and participation of students at the community level in the policies and programs
of the university.

1- Introduction

The effect of social capital on the academic
resilience of Farhangian University students has
been investigated in this research, considering the
emphasis of the general policies of creating
transformation in the education system on the
Ministry of Education as a producer of social capital.
Social capital is a social science concept used within
macro social work practice to describe the role of
human relationships, connectivity, and networks in
the planned change process. Social capital has been
used to examine how marginalized populations and
resource-limited communities mobilize and act to
improve social conditions relying on human
relationships,  connectivity, and  networks
(Balovlenkov, 2013). Studies indicate that a number
of personal characteristics are typically evident
among academically successful students; these are
similar to those demonstrated by children who are
resilient in other domains of life. An internal locus
of control, optimism, and a strong sense of self-
efficacy are key characteristics exhibited by
academically resilient children. Several studies have
linked high self-esteem or a strong self-concept with
resilience (Fallon, 2010:41). Most studies show that
the amount and application of social capital strongly
affects resilience, and in university, social capital as
a vital capacity in students of Farhangian University
can have a direct relationship with resilience.
According to the existing researches, students with
a higher level of social capital have more social
resilience than other students and are more
successful in different stages of class participation
and academic progress.

Therefore, the reduction of social capital as a social
problem in the society, especially among students, is
of great importance, and its investigation in Ardabil
city is a priority because of its traditional and
religious context. As far as the researcher's
observations among students also indicate its
importance, especially in advancing educational
goals. Therefore, the basic question of this research
is: What is the status of students in terms of trust
(horizontal, vertical) and participation (horizontal,
vertical) as the main elements of social capital, and
what effect has this capacity had on the academic
resilience of students of Farhangian University of
Ardabil.

2- Methods
Following the method of case study and analysis of
open interviews conducted with students with high,

low and medium academic resilience in the
mentioned research (32 people).

The sample selection (32 in-depth interviews) was
made in a purposeful way (obtained by data
saturation) among the students of 5 classrooms (on
average 30 students each) with academic progress
(poor, average and good) randomly.

The validity and validity of the interview was also
discussed according to common methods such as
theoretical saturation and the cooperation of the
participants in compiling the analyzes and results.
In the current research, validity and reliability are
examined at the stage of writing the report.

In this research we have used the case study method
and the use of semi-structured interview tools.
Considering that academic resilience shows itself in
academic progress, we therefore made the basis of
our comparison the relationship between academic
progress and social capital.

3- Results

In the case study, there are no specific formulas or
step-by-step instructions in the data analysis
process. According to the nature of this research,
open and axial coding was done to analyze the
collected data. After reviewing the data, sentences
related to social capital components were extracted
and similar concepts were coded with a common
code in the form of 37 concepts. In fact, the initial
codes and categories that were created in open
coding were merged with similar items and the
relationship between subcategories was determined
and categories with new concepts were formed.
Coding data was done through interviews about
participation (vertical and horizontal participation)
and trust (vertical and horizontal trust) among
students. Finally, a class with new concepts was
formed. Continuous comparison was done in axial
coding and the researcher compared the codes with
each other and grouped them in the form of 45
subclasses.

Participating  students  were  undergraduate
elementary education students who were in the age
range of 19 to 23 years.

High vertical trust among students is seen in the
form of "high social responsibility of students". This
issue is evident among all three categories of
students with high academic resilience (87.5%),
average (81.81%) and weak (69.4%) and with a high
percentage among students with good academic
progress, we also see a high level of social
responsibility.

Low vertical trust among students is also shown in
the form of "weakness of government bureaucracy
structures”. So that the students with high and
medium academic resilience with 85 and 85.45
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percent, respectively, acknowledge the weak
elements and components of government
bureaucracy structures almost identically.

High horizontal trust among students can be seen in
the form of "high level of individual and intragroup
trust”. This issue is evident among all three
categories of students with high academic resilience
(93.3%), average (87.2%) and weak (75.5%)
students. Here too, we see a high level of individual
and intragroup trust among students with good
academic progress. Low horizontal trust among
students has also appeared in the form of "low
collective trust”. So that the students of all three
columns have high, medium and low academic
resilience, respectively with 83.3; 83.6 and 82.2
percent have acknowledged low collective trust
almost equally.

High vertical participation among students is seen in
the form of "high civic participation™. This issue is
less among students with high academic resilience
(56.91%) than among students with moderate
(84.54%) and weak (75.8%) academic resilience,
and perhaps the reason for this is that these students
focus more on academic issues and their academic
progress.

Low vertical participation among students is also
mentioned in the form of "lack of effective
communication with students”. So that the students
with medium and high academic resilience have
pointed to the lack of communication between the
officials and the students and the lack of
involvement of the students in management and
local participation with 81.81 and 80.95%,
respectively.

High horizontal participation among students is seen
in the form of "face-to-face relationships and having
a lot of mechanical correlation". This issue is more
among students with high and medium academic
resilience with (92.85%) and (92.20%) than among
students with weak academic resilience (88.8%). Of
course, this difference is not very significant and it
shows that among the majority of students we see
face-to-face relationships in Farhangian University.
Low horizontal participation among students is also
mentioned in the form of "limited good idea".
Despite the high level of high horizontal
participation, among students we also see a limited
good idea, so that almost 60% of students with
medium, high and weak academic resilience have
this idea.

4- Conclusion:
The meaning of academic resilience is that a student
achieves a level of ability to effectively deal with

obstacles, challenges and pressures in the university,
and the existence of an atmosphere of cooperation
and trust gives students the opportunity to facilitate
the relationship between themselves and the society
and improve their trust and participation.

The results of this research are in line with the results
of Ledogar and Flembang (2008), Stansma et al.
(2007), Durham (2009), Quabing Wu et al. (2014),
Biles et al. (2021), Volandari et al. (2022), Nazari
(1401) and Javan Magdar et al. "Individual and
intra-group trust" is more important in relation to
students with high and medium academic resilience
and it shows that the progress of this group of
students is actually related to their high level of
vertical and horizontal trust.

In general, it can be concluded that according to the
findings of the research, it is necessary to put more
emphasis on the following items from the general
policies of creating transformation in the education
system in order to realize and follow them:
education of ambitious, hopeful, benevolent,
responsible, law-oriented, justice-seeking, wise,
creative, collectivist, self-believing and self-
sacrificing people; Improving the status of education
(especially Farhangian University) as the most
important institution for training human resources
and generating social capital; Developing the
participation of teachers (especially student
teachers) in the process of improving educational,
research, educational and cultural programs;
strengthening life skills and the ability to solve
problems and act on what has been learned to
improve individual and social life; Building a
foundation for strengthening public and non-
governmental partnerships, especially creating the
context for teachers (especially student teachers) to
participate in the education process.
